Anti-Interference and Anti-Spyware Security Precaution Commitment for Going Abroad

By participating in this pre-departure national security education and training, I have studied the “National Security Law of the People’s Republic of China”, “Counterespionage Law of the People’s Republic of China” and other relevant laws and regulations, understood the precautions to be taken for national security outside of China, and learnt that I should preserve the confidentiality and the due legal consequences if fail to do so. 
I solemnly promise that: 
1.	I will strictly abide by the laws of China, disciplines of foreign affairs, rules and regulations of the organization; I will strictly abide by the rules of requesting leave and will not go out alone; I will strictly abide by local laws and regulations. 
2.	I will strictly preserve the confidentiality. I will not carry any confidential file, equipment or other form of carrier in violation of the law. When I am outside of China, I will not store or handle classified or sensitive information through personal electronic devices; I will not use my mobile phone to talk about classified matters; and I will not talk about classified matters in places where confidentiality is not guaranteed. 
3.	I will strictly observe the basic rules of a moral life, and do not enter places involving pornography, gambling or drugs. 
4.	In the event of foreign organizations and individuals interrogating, pestering, threatening, counter-insurging, financing or bribing our visitors, I shall immediately report to the head of the team. And upon my return to China, I will report to the International College, and will not conceal any situation or matter relating to national security.
5.	I will actively cooperate with the departments and the International College in terms of their return visits. 
6.	If I violate the above commitments, I will voluntarily take the due legal responsibility and receive the punishment.
